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Where are Volunteers needed? 
 
Everyone working at the Estrella War is an unpaid volunteer. So there are many places where 
you can help. The list below gives details about some of the places where you could step forward 
and assist with the event for a few hours. You can also email or phone the Staff member in 
charge of a specific area where you wish to volunteer if you have questions.  
 
Some of the volunteer areas have specific age requirements. Areas requiring authorization to 
drive a Golf cart may only be staffed by volunteers who provide the Motorpool Coordinator with 
proof of a valid driver’s license and current vehicle insurance. Help is especially needed for late 
night shifts! 
 
ESTRELLA WAR REGISTRAR (EVENT PRE-REGISTRATION) 
Details: Volunteers in this area greet Pre-Registered attendees as they arrive, and assist with 
Pre-registration paperwork. 
Special Conditions: You must be pre-registered for the event, and pre-approved by the Estrella 
War Registrar.

FRONT GATE (EVENT REGISTRATION) aka TROLL 
Details: 12-17 people an hour are needed to staff the front gate throughout the event. There are 
many different areas of the gate to staff, and something for everyone to do. 
Special Conditions: Volunteers assigned to run cash registers must be 18 years of age or older, 
and have proof that they are warranted SCA officers in the Kingdom where they reside.

Field Support Volunteers  must 
wear closed-toed shoes, dress for the sun (hats are recommended), have skin protection and keep 
hydrated. Must be 16 years of age or older. Please see Field Support at Estella War for more 
details.
